Introduction
The First Nations Education Steering Committee (FNESC) is pleased to announce that we are once again responsible for managing 2009-2010 New Relationship Trust Society (NRTS) funding for the Developmental Standard Term Certificate (DSTC) in First Nations Language and Culture program.  

The purpose of the DSTC program is to assist eligible First Nation administrations to develop and implement Development Standard Term Certificate programs that will increase the number of qualified Aboriginal language teachers within their communities and in the education system.

Background

The New Relationship Trust
 Society in keeping with priorities established through consultations with First Nations held in ten communities throughout British Columbia between August 21 and September 26 2006 dedicating funding support for First Nations in implementing the Developmental Standard Term Certificate (DSTC) in First Nations Language and Culture.  The FNESC administered these funds for two years in partnership with the NRTS.
Purpose

The DSTC is a developmental certificate for teacher education issued by the BC College of Teachers (BCCT).  It is designed to increase the number of qualified Aboriginal language and culture teachers within First Nations communities and the education system, thus helping to preserve and revitalize the 35+ endangered languages that are indigenous to British Columbia. Since its inception in 1999, six First Nations organizations have partnered with post-secondary institutions to implement DSTC programs.  

Achievement of the DSTC certificate requires 90 credit hours of course work, made up of BCCT academic prerequisites, academic course work in First Nations Language and First Nations Studies, and a teacher education component delivered by an approved teacher education program at a post secondary institution.  This program framework is the product of a collaborative effort between First Nation communities, the First Nations Education Steering Committee (FNESC) and the BCCT.  

A review of the DSTC programs undertaken in 2006 concluded that funding constraints posed the largest threat to the sustainability of the DSTC programs. DSTC Support Program funding from the New Relationship Trust is evidence of a strong commitment on the part of the First Nations leadership to support the preservation and revitalization of their languages, and commitment on the part of the communities to acknowledge and give voice to the people who are learning and teaching the indigenous languages of BC.

In recognition of the significant costs involved in developing, delivering and supporting the DSTC programming the following application process and criteria have been developed to maximize distribution of resources while respecting the need to adequately resource programs.  Any feasible economies of scale that can be created such as joint proposals for DSTC coordinators will be viewed favourably during reviews of proposals.  

Who is eligible to apply?

Any First Nation Band or Tribal Council that is committed to forming a partnership with:
· a First Nation Language Authority that will provide guidance and direction to the teaching of their language and culture, and
· a  university, university-college or other association that will deliver the academic portion of the DSTC program, and 
· an approved teacher education program that will develop and or deliver the teacher education courses that make up 50% of the program.
Academic courses must be delivered by accredited post secondary institutions and carry university transfer credit; all education seminars/courses must be approved by the BC College of Teachers before they will be accepted as part of a program.

Funding Process

The approved proposal applicants will receive:
· 75%  of their allocated funds
· 25% upon receipt of a final report due no later than August 31, 2010. 
Funding recipients who fail to submit a complete and approved final report by the deadline will be ineligible for funding the following year.
Eligible Project Categories
DSTC Support Program funding is available for three types of projects during each year of the program:
(1) Developmental Projects
– one year of funding to undertake planning and development to bring a DSTC project to the approval stage.  Although a program may take longer than one year to be approved, Development Project funding is available for only one year.  
(2) One Year Delivery – one year of funding to support delivery of an approved DSTC program;
(3) DSTC Coordinator – one year of funding to support the salary and operating expenses for a part-time or full time Coordinator for a DSTC project.
Applicants may submit a maximum of one proposal for two of the three DSTC Support Program funding categories, i.e., (1) and (3) OR (2) and (3).  
No additional proposals will be accepted.  
If an organization submits two proposals for the same category, both proposals will be disqualified.
Information for Developmental Projects

DSTC Support Program funding may be allocated to assist one applicant per year to plan and develop their DSTC program.  
Developmental Project funding is available for one year only for each new program.

Activities considered eligible for Developmental Projects funding support may include:
· Background research: testing interest, language planning across the language family; identifying dialect(s) to be taught 
· Enlisting support: from the local and neighbouring communities, local School Districts, University, neighbouring institutions, etc. 
· Finding academic and community partners 

· Developing partnership agreements 
· Establishing an Advisory Board 
· Recruiting a Cohort of Students 
· Curriculum development that will support the requisite courses to achieve the DSTC 
· Establishing a program course form
· Arranging accreditation

· Recruiting appropriate instructors
· Evaluation
Administration costs are not to exceed 10% of the total amount of funding requested.
Information for One Year Delivery Projects
DSTC Support Program funding may be allocated to assist up to three applicants per year to deliver one year of an approved DSTC Project.  
Activities considered eligible for One-Year Delivery Project funding support may include:

· Instruction

· Bridging Support

· Curriculum development

· Instructor travel

· Materials and Supplies

· Room Rental

· Computer facilities

· Practicum costs

· Academic Support

· Recognition Ceremonies

· Honoraria

· Evaluation

Note: Administration costs are not to exceed 10% of the total requested.
Information for DSTC Coordinator

In order to run a DSTC program smoothly there needs to be sufficient coordination capacity in the host community to ensure coordination and communication between students, the communities, the post-secondary institution(s) and the Language Authorities. 
DSTC Support Program funding may be allocated to support up to three applicants per year to fill one-year DSTC Coordinator positions.  No more than one position per DSTC project will be considered.  
As noted above, feasible economies of scale that can be created such as joint proposals for DSTC coordinators, will be viewed favourably.
Eligible expenses may include:

· Salary and related benefits

· Materials and supplies

· Travel 

· Phone and computer hook up
· Meetings

Administration costs are not to exceed 10% of the total requested.

· A Post-Secondary Institution with no direct vested interest in DSTC program delivery (currently UBC fits that description)

· First Nations Education Steering Committee

If your project is not considered appropriate for further consideration, you will receive an explanation.  If the Committee determines that the project is suitable to take to the next stage of review, you will be advised.
